Texas Constitutional 
Amendment Special Election 

The Texas Constitutional Amendment Special 
Election is coming up on Nov. 2. Early voting ends 
Oct. 29. This election also includes a Penny Swap, 
or Voter-Approval Tax Rate Election (VATRE) for 
Mansfield ISD which would:

•	 Provide approximately $24.7 million more 
a year to pay for teachers, staff, programs, 
and other items that help educate 
students.

•	 Restructure the district’s tax rate by 
swapping 13 pennies from I&S to M&O

•	 Not increase the overall tax rate.
