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	✓ Mow until grass turns brown for winter. Common 
Bermuda Grass should have a final fall mowing to about 
1-2 inches; St. Augustine to 2 inches.

	✓ Plant bulbs near December 1st using fertilizers rich in 
phosphorus and nitrogen to provide nutrients.

	✓ Prune trees in winter while they're dormant to prevent 
trauma.

	✓ Ornamental trees should be trimmed in the fall, after 
they've lost the blooms.

	✓ Kill weeds.
	✓ Rake leaves. A thick layer of leaves cuts down the oxygen 

intake of the grass during winter months.
	✓ Remove debris from your lawn, including rocks, branches 

or anything that covers a substantial area of your sod.
	✓ Disconnect garden hoses from outdoor faucets. Empty 

any water and store hose in garage or leave disconnected.

Running at Large Prohibited.
Did you know that it is unlawful for the owner of any dog 
to let the animal run at large within the corporate limits of 
the city?
