Atmos has provided some
information on their ongoing
fortification projects in
Grand Prairie.

Winter Storm Uri was
historic in its severity,
geographic breadth,
and duration. This storm
impacted supply, market
pricing, and demand

for natural gas. DFW
media outlets reported
approximately 140 straight
hours of below freezing
temperatures in the DFW
area.

With that background in
mind, approximately 1,400
of our 1.8 million residential
customers experienced a
loss of service in an outage
during the weather event
due to some combinations
involving cold weather or

higher demand.

Fortification projects in
Grand Prairie are on-going
and began immediately
after the storm utilizing

the data we were able to
gather. While this storm

was an abnormal event, we
are working to improve the
dependability and reliability
of our natural gas system.

In the Grand Peninsula area
of Grand Prairie, we have
designed three projects to
bring additional natural gas
to the area. One project
has been completed and
the other two are scheduled
to be in service in early
summer 2022 due to design
and permitting requirements.

Over the last 10 years, we
have invested $4 billion
to modernize our pipeline
infrastructure and will
continue to assess system
needs and invest in our
infrastructure in the future.
